DIRECTIONS TO START 
POINT 
 

Taconic Parkway: 

Exit to Route 82 (exit marked 
“Hudson/Ancram”); approximately 5 
miles West to Rt. 9 North; follow into 
Hudson to left onto Warren Street (US 
Route 9 becomes Warren Street).; Left 
at end of Warren (Hudson’s main 
street) on to Front Street; right onto 
Ferry St.; Drive to ”Henry Hudson 
Waterfront Park” public parking lot.  

The start point is very close to the City 
of Hudson Amtrak Parking Lot. 

-or- 

Take the Amtrak to Hudson 
Station! 

Upon disembarking, walk west (away 
from the city’s buildings) towards the 
Hudson River to “Henry Hudson
