Check on the web site in the Master Distance Listing Dec 09 for how far approximately the walk is from Ramstein.
You still need to check the weekly walking column in the Stars & Stripes, the walk brochures and the official listing
but this will give you a start. We will also suggest some nice “mini-trips” for folks who are more adventuresome.
The officers have done a number of these over the years and can provide information if you need it.

Always remember to take your passport AND International driver’s license if you are traveling to a walk outside
the boundaries of Germany. You never know when the customs officials will enforce the borders and the fines can
be steep. At best, the hassle may cost you several hours and much frustration.
