DUES NOTICES FOR SECOND HALF OF
2009 IN THE MAIL!

As is our usual custom, membership renewal notices for
the 2nd half of 2009 (including those who didn't renew in
the first half of 2009 and are receiving a second no-
tice) were mailed out in June.

As postage increases have recently occurred, we really
need to keep our hardcopy mailings to those who have
actively paid up.

Regardless of when your membership expires in the
second half of 2009, we extend it until the end of that
month in 2010, so you never are penalized for paying
‘early’.  And if your membership HAD expired in the
past, we simply reset your renewal date from a year
from the end of the month we receive your latest check.

We send notices to people TWICE in case they missed
it the first time around. Members who no longer renew
have their emails added to our “email only” list after two
attempts at mailing the dues notices.

Your annual dues help the club run events and such that
are not covered by the normal YRE fees. Do you know
we have to pay $94 a year for our PO Box, $50 annual
AVA dues, $60 to maintain our website annually, etc?

So although all our walks can be done for free, this is
why we really appreciate your supporting the club as a
dues paying member!

Bylaws Committee Report

The Intellectual Property bylaw proposal sent to clubs in
Checkpoint was discussed and amended twice before
being approved. The revised language for sections a
and b is illustrated in bold.

Any individual or AVA member that submits to the Asso-
ciation for the purpose of the Association’s use or publi-
cation intangible property that he or she prepares, cre-
ates, or authors shall grant the Association unlimited,
non-exclusive and perpetual license to use that intangi-
ble property.

Any intangible property prepared, created or authored
by an Association officer, director, committee or com-
mission member, or paid staff member in the perform-
ance of their duties belongs solely to the association.

Sponsors and Partnerships Committees

Curt is Committee Chair for both & is seeking more
committee members.

Yamax has agreed to continue to be a sponsor for the
next 4 years.

The Walking Company has again funded the printing of
start cards.
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Foot Matters and AVA have agreed to a licensing agree-
ment. Foot Matters is a distributor of insoles and other
related products but not shoes.

Curt has finalized an agreement with AVA & the Wash-
ington State Volkssport Association to split the cost of
printing 2,000 New Walker Packets for distribution in the
state of Washington to AARP members. Discussions
continue with AARP for a national program.

National Executive Council Meeting — June 24, 2009

The proposed AVA budget was reviewed, discussed
and approved as presented.

The NEC has been challenged to increase their region
club count by one (each) during this two year term.
Looking into partnering with a school to create a club
was discussed. There is a school in lowa that has be-
come an AVA Club.

At the recent IVV World Congress a rule change was
announced which AVA has agreed to adopt. This in-
volves the use of the EVENT STAMP. Beginning imme-
diately, participants at events which are held on more
than one day may pay a fee, complete the event and
receive an event stamp on each day of the event. A
separate start card & paid credit is required each day.

The NEC has opted not to have a meeting in San Anto-
nio this summer. This was previously the orientation &
training site for new officers & RDs. A session was held
at the convention for the new RDs on sanction review &
approval in lieu of a separate meeting. An informal get
together with the new RDs was held following the meet-
ing to brainstorm. This gave the existing RDs an oppor-
tunity to get to know the incoming NEC members.

The next scheduled meeting of the NEC will be held
during November in Orlando, FL.

The proposed dates are November 13-14. The public is
welcome to attend the meeting.

We are sometime asked what a “Group Walk” (as opposed to a Year Round Event, or
YRE) is. "Group Walk” * means all meet and signup together at the same time, get a
map and start together, then you proceed at your own pace. There are NO GUIDES for
this kind of walk, nor does a group have to stay together. We usually have fast walkers,
slow walkers, and medium walkers, there’s almost always someone you can walk with if
you join us for your first time in a GROUP WALK! ; “Event’s” are single walks especially
sanctioned by the club. AVA credit is provided, and these are usually a one-time deal ;
perhaps repeated yearly. Items in BOLD RED are updates from the previous newsletter.

CONFIRMED events are in bold face; TENTATIVE (planning dates) are listed in plain

text—usually they’ll become “confirmed” in a month or so. Due to unforeseen circumstances, we always reserve the
right to cancel ANY event, but try very hard not to do so with CONFIRMED events.
