  Rest stop en route  

12:00 PM  Begin your walk (3 Hours) 

    Connellsville (Great Alleghany Passage ï Fayette YRE)  

(Fayette County) ï In the early 1900ôs the Connellsville area was a leading  

supplier of coke for the steel industry.  At one time, there were more             

millionaires, per capita, in Connellsville than anywhere else in the United 

States.   This event originally had options on the rail trail by going 5K east and/

or either 5K or 10K west.  New for 2010, there is a 5K loop in historic down-

town Connellsville.   There are several restaurants on the route of the downtown 

5K option that you can stop at for lunch.

Historic Downtown Washington (Washington County) ï In the years after the 

American Revolution, Washington was the major city on the western          

Pennsylvania frontier.

8: 00AM Depart for Mingo Creek Walk  (3 ½ Hours)   

Mingo Creek Park (Washington County) ï The park is located 12 miles east of 

the city of Washington.   Mingo Creek meanders through the park and two   

covered bridges (Ebenezer & Henry) span the creek.  The event, with 5K and 

10K options, will use the trails in the park. 

12:00PM  Depart for Rices Landing-  Box Lunch en route 

12:45PM Arrive for Walk (3 Hours) 

Rices Landing (Greene County) ï This event, with 5K and 10K options, will be 

around the village of Rices Landing and an out and back on the Greene River 

Trail.  This rail trail parallels the Monongahela River and has a crushed lime-

stone surface.   Rices Landing was founded in 1780 and was a key riverport on 

the Upper Monongahela River.  In the late 1800ôs, a series of locks were built 

on the river in order to allow year round barge and steamboat traffic between 

Morgantown and Pittsburgh.  Lock #6 was built at Rices Landing.

Opened in 1923, the George Washington was designed by renowned architect, William Lee Stoddart.  Host to  

media celebrities, leaders of industry and government, rock stars and royalty, Presidents John F. Kennedy and 

Harry S. Truman, film star Joan Blondell, big band leader Harry James, Explorer Admiral Byrd  and the Beatles. 

 

Your speaker will tell you all about Dr. Francis Julius LeMoyne, A Washington, PA  resident, He built the first 

crematorium in the US (and was actually the third person cremated there) but this was at the end of his life. Dr. 

LeMoyne was one of those eccentric progressive Pennsylvanians in the Mid-1800s who was one of the  leading 

medical doctors of his time, an abolitionist who operated a station on the underground railroad, a supporter of  

educating women, and founded LeMoyne College in Memphis, TN after the Civil War for the purpose of 

educating blacks.
